


Teacher guide for reading activities

Below are some suggestions of activities that you can do with students to help them improve their reading. 

Make sure you always do the ‘Information about the text’ activities, and then choose activities from each of the sections a) preliminary reading, b) In depth reading and c) learning new vocabulary

Information about the text’ activities 
What kind of text is this (e.g., journal article, textbook chapter, government report)

When was it published?

Where was it published?

Who wrote it? 

What kind of expertise do you think the authors of this text have?

Write the full reference for the text.

What is your purpose for reading this text?


Complete different reading activities with students to help them understand the text. Below are some ideas of activities you can do to help students do preliminary reading and then more in-depth reading.

Preliminary reading (skimming) activities
Think pair share activity
· Spend 5 minutes and see how much you can understand of the text 
· Remember to use the subtitles and to read the introduction and conclusion first
· Share with a partner in class what you have understood about the text

In-depth reading
Provide some students with some questions to help them find the key points e.g. 
· what did this study aim to do?
· what were some of the key findings?
· what were some of the key challenges in carrying out a study like this?
· how useful do you think this article is for you as a nursing/CHW student?
You can do these activities as think pair share, or students can answer the questions together in small groups.


Learning new vocabulary
· Give students time to learn some new important words that are related to the reading e.g. 
· Ask students to find one new word in the article, find out what they mean and then teach another student
· You can make a list of new words and give each student a word, get them to find out the meaning, and then teach another student
· Students can find out a definition for a word, explain their definition to the class without saying the new word and students have to guess what that word is 
· Ask students to keep a notebook of new words where they write down the word, its meaning and use it in a sentence
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
